	This unique class will foster the curious minds of students who are interested in the creative life of artists. Students will research local artists, and together as a team come up with a wide-range of interview questions that will allow these artists to open up about their day-to-day creative life, covering everything from how they organize their studios to how they set a creative mood. After interviewing the artists, students will take the valuable information and create art inspired by the artists they interview. This class will not only provide insight to how individual artists work, but it will also enlighten students on how to be more mindful of their own creative process.

· To develop an “art” vocabulary based on the elements and principles of design, which can be successfully used in critiques, dialogue, written assignments and interviews
· Maintain a sketchbook, which promotes positive work habits, organizational skills and will aide in time management
